Conference / Divisional Champion

1. The conference champion will be determined by a point system that combines the conference dual matches with the conference tournament as follows:

a. Each team will receive two points for a conference dual win, one point for a conference dual tie, and zero points for a conference dual loss.

b. If necessary, all conference tournament games will go to two (2) overtimes, then a shoot out.

c. The conference tournament will be seeded in the following way (Tie-breaker procedures for seeding purposes are: 1. Head to head; 2. Goals allowed up to five per game; 3. Coin toss):

i. The top eight point finishers during the conference dual schedule will play in the championship bracket, and will play to earn points for 1st through 8th place in the conference tournament. (See bracket)

ii. In the championship bracket, the first-place finisher will receive 22 points, the second-place finisher will receive 20 points, etc., and the eight-place finisher will receive 8 points.

iii. The conference champion and individual team conference finish will be determined by adding the amount of points earned during the dual season to the amount of points earned during the conference tournament.

d. The lowest four point finishers during the conference dual schedule will play in the consolation bracket, and will play to earn points for 9th through 12th place in the conference tournament.

i. In the consolation bracket, the ninth-place finisher will receive 6 points, the tenth-place finisher will receive 4 points, the eleventh-place finisher will receive 2 points and the twelfth-place finisher will receive 0 points.

ii. The conference champion and individual team conference finish will be determined by adding the amount of points earned during the dual season to the amount of points earned during the conference tournament.

e. All schools will play three conference tournament games.

2. The division champion will be determined by the five games played within each division.

3. There will be no tie-breakers in determining a conference or division champion. All teams with the highest points will be named co-champions in the conference championship and each team with the best record will be named the co-divisional champions. Each team will receive the same conference honor.

4. The conference champion will receive a plaque.

5. Each division champion will receive a plaque.
